Practice News
Brayvet introduces clinical 
veterinary nursing services.

In the same way as nurses in the 
human medical world are now 
being given more responsibili-
ties and duties, we are expand-
ing the role of the qualified 
veterinary nurses on the Brayvet 
team. Our nurses now offer ap-
pointments, like the vets, for a 
range of services, including the 
following:

•	Wound checks and suture 
removals

•	Adolescent health checks

•	Obesity clinics

•	Dental clinics

Our nurses offer the above 
services free-of-charge, but an 
appointment does need to be 
made in advance.

Our nursing team can also help 
in other ways for which a fee 
will be charged, including nail 
clipping, blood sampling and 
geriatric health checks. They 
are also available to help to 
carry out other tasks at peak 
times (such as Saturday morn-
ings) to help to give you a more 
efficient service.

We know that the health of your 
pet is very important. If your 
pet is in his/her best possible 
health, he/she will live a better 
and longer life.

Our aim at Brayvet is to help 
you to take whatever steps are 
necessary to optimise your pet’s 
health. We hope that this exten-
sion of our nursing services will 
help you to achieve that goal.

Thinking about insur-
ing your pet?

Pet health problems al-
ways seem to occur when 
there’s no spare money in 
the bank. With the cost of 
diagnosis and treatment 
of some conditions run-
ning into many hundreds 
of pounds, pet insurance 
gives you peace 
of mind, allow-
ing decisions 
regarding the best course 

of treatment to be made 
on the basis of need rather 
than simply based on cost. 

We naturally tend to think 
of traumatic surgical events 
– such as accidents involv-
ing broken bones – as the 
main reason for pet insur-
ance. However, in addition, 
many medical conditions, 
such as arthritis, diabetes 
and deep seated skin or 
ear infections, (to name 
just a few!), can often be 
equally costly to treat in 
the longer term.

If you are planning to take your pet abroad in Summer 2006, NOW is 
 the time to start planning your trip! Under the Pet Travel Scheme  
owners can travel with their pet dogs and cats to other EU coun-
tries and certain non-EU countries and then bring them back to 
Ireland without having to spend time in quarantine.

So what do you need to do in order to qualify? The first step  
is to have your pet microchipped (if you haven’t already done 
so!). Following this they must be vaccinated against rabies and 
subsequently blood tested to make sure that the vaccine has given 
them a satisfactory level of protection against rabies. We can then 
issue you with a Pet Passport. You additionally need to allow 
six calendar months to elapse (from the date of the successful 
blood sample) before your pet can re-enter Ireland under the 
scheme. That’s why you need to start now! Please contact 
us for further information or advice.
